1In the 1850 listing
there is Joseph Dobson, age 8, born in Kentucky, son of William, 56, born
Kentucky, farmer, and Rebecca, 35, b. North Carolina, oldest child James 28,

also Benjamin, John, Lewis, Elizabeth, age 12,

In the 1860 listing there is a Joseph A. Dobson, age 18, born
Kentucky, son of William, 68 and Rebecca, 67, b. South Carolina; only other
child listed is Sarah, 22.

The 1860 list also includes Joseph Dobson 8, Kentucky, son of
James, 59, Kentucky, farmer, and Elizabeth, 55, Kentucky. Oldest child is

John 18, also Samuel, Andrew, Nancy, Dulcena.
